
TWTF Last Alliance Action Alert: Situation in Burma 
 
You are probably already aware of the outcome of peaceful protests, led by monks, in Burma (Myanmar) 
over the last few days. We’re sending out this bulletin because of the urgent nature of humanitarian 
situation where peaceful protesters, many of them monks, have been beaten, killed or detained. With 
many of the monks now missing, the junta seems to have quelled the protests and the hope of the people 
in Burma is beginning to wane. It rests with us, the international community, to speak up for these 
peaceful people. We would like you to know that there are ways that you can help and make your voice 
heard for the people of Burma.  
 

• October 4th is International Bloggers Day for Burma. You can participate in this campaign if 
you have a blog, website or run an online community of any kind by pasting the “Free Burma 
Petition Widget” on your site or blog (more info: http://www2.free-burma.org/news.php#widget).
